Did you know

that Blue-spotted
Salamanders are currently
on the New York State

list of species of special
concern?

The natural lands located below Thacher
Park are disappearing one parcel at a

time due to increased development.
Unfortunately, migration pathways from the
forests to the vernal pools often cross roads
and long driveways, leading to mortality

of slow-moving salamanders, even in low
traffic areas.

The Mohawk Hudson Land Conservancy

is working to conserve the forests, small
wetlands, and other critical habitats of the
Blue-spotted Salamander.

The Helderbergs & surrounding areas

are a priority for MHLC, not only for the
beautiful landscapes they offer but also for
the flora and fauna, like the Blue-spotted
Salamander, that depend on them

to survive.
